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This past year, justice has been at the
forefront of global consciousness. | often find
myself wondering, “What does justice look
like? Punishment for criminal transgressions?
Legal reprimand?” With each passing day, |
become more and more convinced that the
scope of justice cannot be contained solely in
courts of law. Injustices affect our everyday
lives - from the education we receive to our
job opportunities, access to healthcare, and
even our ability to practice our religion in
peace. Justice, therefore, must be equally
expansive and restorative. It must include the
building of safer and more equitable
communities where the most marginalized
are the most supported.

In May, the Investigative Team to Promote
Accountability for Crimes Committed by
Da'esh/ISIL (UNITAD) presented ‘"clear and
convincing evidence that the crimes against
the Yazidi people clearly constituted
genocide." This acknowledgment
substantiates the truths survivors have been
bravely sharing for years.

The  presentation of court-admissible
evidence is an important milestone. Yet,
evidence alone is not justice. It accomplishes
little without concrete plans for legal
proceedings. Prosecuting ISIS perpetrators
for genocide and sexual violence is crucial to
both the healing of the Yazidi community
and prevention of future violence. Nadia's
Initiative advocates world leaders and
policymakers to pursue accountability and
deliver justice according to community
wishes.

Legal resolutions may be far-off, but
Yazidis need not wait for restorative
justice. Together, we can take immediate
action to help Yazidis rebuild their
homeland and reclaim their lives. We can

strengthen local security and governance,
rebuild critical infrastructure, and restore
access to essential public services.

Today, many Yazidis still reside in
displacement camps waiting to return home
to Sinjar. How long will this take? A decade?
A century? Yazidis deserve support now.

Nadia’s Initiative is on the ground in Sinjar
implementing programs across the
education, healthcare, livelihoods, water and
sanitation, women’s empowerment, and
culture sectors. We actively seek input from
the community and center the voices of
survivors in our redevelopment, ensuring our
projects are tailored to local needs. There is a
clear correlation between community-led
reconstruction and an increased rate of
return. When community members
participate in the process, they are
empowered to sustainably manage the
projects we implement for years to come.

Tangible action is urgently needed. But not
just any action - we need work that sustains
and empowers the community to define
their version of justice. We at Nadia’s Initiative
are proud to support the Yazidis' vision of
justice, healing, and atrocity prevention. The
strength of survivors lights the way toward a
brighter future.

THE YAZIDI GENOCIDE

Sinjar, Iraq

The Yazidis are an ethno-religious
minority native to Northern Iraqg. In 2014,
the so-called Islamic State (ISIS) began a

genocidal campaign against Yazidis
involving ethnic cleansing in the form of
mass executions, forced conversions,
conscription of child soldiers, and
widespread sexual violence and
enslavement.

Investing in the
redevelopment of school systems is life-changing for
students who have not had access to education since 2014
and will stimulate economic growth in the region.

LIVELIHOODS

Nadia’'s Initiative works to revitalize Sinjar's agriculture
industry by providing comprehensive rehabilitation to farming
households. Farming makes up 75% of the region’s income.
ISIS intentionally destroyed Yazidi farmlands, severing the
Yazidis’ life support. Irrigation systems were destroyed,
boreholes were polluted, pipelines were disrupted, and pumps
and generators were stolen and vandalized. For Yazidi farmers,
this destruction represents an obstacle to their return and a
threat to food security in the region. Nadia’s Initiative also
works to rebuild public infrastructure, including roads,
electrical networks, and government buildings to improve the

Nadia’s Initiative advocates globally on behalf of survivors of
sexual violence and women in conflict-settings. We work to end
the use of women and girls as weapons of war and to ensure
survivors’ voices are heard. We seek justice by fighting to hold
perpetrators accountable for their crimes and enabling survivors

to heal and rebuild their lives.




UN Security Council Resolution 2379

Nadia Murad and the Nadia’s Initiative team were instrumental in drafting and passing of
UN Security Council Resolution 2379. The resolution called for the creation of an
Investigative Team, headed by a Special Adviser, to support domestic efforts to hold ISIL
(Da’esh) accountable by collecting, preserving, and storing evidence in Iraq of acts that
may amount to war crimes, crimes against humanity, and genocide committed by ISIL.
Nadia's Initiative works with UNITAD to expedite the process of mass graves exhumation
and evidence collection in Iraq.

UN Security Council Resolution 2467

Nadia’'s Initiative worked with the German Mission to the UN to help draft and pass UN
Security Council Resolution 2467 in April 2019. The resolution expands the UN's
commitments to end sexual violence in conflict and emphasizes a survivor-centric
approach to justice and accountability.

Murad Code

Nadia’s Initiative is working with the Institute for International Criminal Investigations (lICl)
and the Preventing Sexual Violence in Conflict Initiative (PSVI) of the UK government to
establish the Murad Code, nhamed after Nadia Murad. The Code is a global consultative
initiative aimed at building and supporting a community of better practice for, with, and
concerning survivors of conflict-related sexual violence. Its key objective is to respect and
support survivors’' rights, ensuring work with survivors to investigate, document, and record
their experiences is safer, more ethical, and more effective in upholding their human
rights.

Sinjar Agreement

In October 2020, the governments of Iraq and the Kurdistan Region reached an agreement
to settle disputes over Sinjar District and establish robust security and civil administrations
in the region. Political gridlock continues to block implementation of the agreement,
delaying the reconstruction of Sinjar and preventing Yazidi survivors from returning to
their homeland. Nadia Murad has worked for many years with the Iragi governments,
United States, and international organizations to improve Sinjar's local governance and
security. Nadia's Initiative continues to advocate for meaningful implementation and
international monitoring of this agreement.

De-Mining of Sinjar

In 2014, ISIS deployed improvised explosive devices and landmines on an industrial
scale in Iraq. ISIS targeted vast areas of agricultural lands around villages, as well as
key infrastructure. Explosives were placed in peoples’ homes, schools, and medical

facilities. Nadia’s Initiative works with the Mine’'s Advisory Group (MAG) to de-mine

more than 2.6 million square meters of land in Sinjar, Iraq.
